Regarding: Brutal police repression in Free Trade Zone / Nicaragua

Dear ……… ,
I am writing [eventually on behalf of your organisation] to request your urgent intervention to put an end to violations of workers' rights in Korean – owned factories in the Free Trade Zone of Nicaragua, as described here below.
On June 27, 2016, the Nicaraguan government, with the most brutal action ever seen on a garments' factory floor in that country, at the call of the Walmart supplier Korean-owned company SAE - A Technotex SA, sent the riot policy into their factory to repress a peaceful workers' protest for improved workers conditions, such us drinking water, realistic production targets, and the reinstatement of two unionised workers. 
This is not the first incident of violence linked to this company. In a 2013 April report of the Commission to Verify Codes of Conduct (COVERCO) commissioned by Fair Labour Association it was verified another incident of violence involving SAE - A Technotex SA on March 4, 2013 [1]. 
SAE - A Technotex SA is a Korean – owned factory situated in the free-trade zone of Titipapa in Nicaragua. The parent company, SAE-A Trading, is the largest Korea-based multinational apparel production company, with about 20 factories in Asia and Latin America. They are suppliers of US mass-market retailers such as Walmart, Target and Kohl's. 

As a result of the brutality displayed through the intervention of the riot police at the factory floor, many workers were injured and eleven were put behind bars as a ‘preventive measure’. Some of those detained were not workers of SAE - A Technotex SA but people who happened to be on the premises at the time – including a pregnant worker and a worker with heart problems, from other companies. The workers were kept in preventive imprisonment for five days and only released on July 2. 

Despite the unreasonable violence directed at workers by the riot police, as video footage vividly shows [2], and the fact that the company has finally decided to drop charges, the Nicaraguan state has filed charges against the workers, and they now face a court trial allegedly for aggression to these same riot policemen.
The international labour movement will not tolerate the display of violence and judicial harassment against workers defending human and labour rights. Clean Clothes Campaign (CCC) [1] backs the work of the legal team of the Movement of Employed and Unemployed Women María Elena Cuadra (MEC), who in coordination with the affected workers, families and other trade unionists, have been supporting the victims of this assault in order to guarantee their release and fulfillment of their labour rights. 

Therefor, we join the call of CCC to support MEC, the affected workers and their families, and request your intervention to demand to the State of Nicaragua to:

· Drop and/or dismiss the charges against the workers arrested on June 27 at the SAE - A Technotex SA factory and ensure their unconditional release; 

· Uphold rights of unions to act on workers behalf; 
· Hold accountable those who demanded the intervention of the riot police in a pacific protest.

· Ensure that SAE – A Technotex SA address the workers demands for free access to clean drinking water;
· Ensure that SAE – A Technotex SA revise the production targets, ensure decent work, decent treatment to the workers, and the effective fulfillment of workers' rights;
We remain hopeful that the Government of Nicaragua will end unjust actions against its own citizens and put the protection of human and labor rights of the Nicaraguan workers above any other commercial consideration or corporate interest. 
We thank you for your serious consideration of our concerns and recommendations, and look forward to your response and actions.
